ADMISSION OF RESIDENT STUDENTS

All persons between the age of five and 20 shall have the right to attend as a full-time student (or with the consent of the board as a part-time student) the Augusta Public Schools provided his/her parent or guardian has legal residence in the district under the terms of law. 

Definitions:  


a) “Residence” means the family’s bonafide residence maintained in good faith, where important family activities take place, such as eating, sleeping, relaxing, and playing.  While it is possible for an individual to maintain property and pay taxes in more than one location, “residence” means the place where the parent or legal guardian maintains his/her and the student’s home.  


b) A “guardian” is only created by court appointment or a testamentary will.  A “guardian with legal custody” is someone who has all parental rights until the child reaches the age of majority or until a subsequent order or testamentary will transfer guardianship to another person.  A power of attorney is not synonymous with the term “guardian”, as used in the Maine Education Statutes and, therefore, cannot be the basis for establishing a residency for school purposes.  

Exceptions to residency requirements authorized by law:  Maine law authorizes certain exceptions to residency requirements in limited circumstances.  Requests for exceptions must be made to the superintendent, who shall decide on a case-by-case basis in accordance with applicable law.  


Birth certificate:  

Upon registration, every child who enrolls as a student for the first time in any school must present a birth certificate or other legal proof of his/her age.

Proof of immunization and physical examination: 

Under the law, the board may exclude children enrolling in any public school who are not able to present evidence of current immunization against diphtheria, tetanus, whooping cough, poliomyelitis, measles, chicken pox, and German measles.  If the child has not been immunized because of medical, religious, or other objections to immunization, a signed statement from a licensed physician and/or the parent or legal guardian may be required.  A physical examination of all children entering kindergarten is required.
